Describe program (mission/objectives):
A primary mission of the Division is to foster diversion of industrial byproducts and residues from disposal to use/reuse, thereby reducing potential costs and adverse impacts of disposal and of production of goods from virgin materials.  Within the context of sustainability and comprehensive materials management, the Division is taking a larger and more active role in fostering the use and reuse of industrial materials such as coal fly ash, spent foundry sands, slags, scrap tires, and construction and demolition debris.  These efforts are being undertaken in a non-regulatory framework of collaboration and partnerships.  An increasing impetus driving the private sector to use and reuse is the rising costs of virgin materials.  Also, industry and government are increasingly searching for ways to reduce the carbon footprint of their operations.  Using industrial residues in lieu of virgin materials can save energy and avoid greenhouse gas production.

Project:  Industrial Materials Recycling Awareness
Objective(s):

The objective of this project is to enhance information availability and outreach in fostering the use and reuse of industrial byproducts.  “Awareness” is key to the Division’s effort; awareness of opportunities, cost savings and environmental benefits, and technologies.  Awareness is major service the Division can provide to both public and private sectors through information exchange and outreach.
Task(s)/assignment(s):

With guidance from Division senior managers and staff, the incumbent intern will become familiar with the Agency’s use of collaborative partnership programs.  The fundamental need for information exchange and outreach will aid the intern in improving communications and marketing skills.  The incumbent intern will become familiar with the industrial byproducts use and reuse program (“Industrial Materials Recycling”) within the Division and with other collaborative programs operating within the Agency.
