Brief Description of Assignment:

The EPA Region 9 Toxics Office is responsible for implementation and enforcement of parts of the Toxics Substances Control Act and the Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act (Toxics Release Inventory).  More specifically, the programs we implement are focused on ensuring vulnerable populations are protected from environmental hazards.  We also provide information to communities so they can better understand how to protect themselves from hazards and limit risks from exposure.  In addition to program implementation we also inspect facilities and take appropriate enforcement. This project would focus on identifying links between public health information and risks communities may face for various reasons including: disproportionate impacts due to proximity to toxic release sources; lack of access to health services; and infrastructure, among others. This information will assist us in targeting for inspections, outreach, and may help identify agencies/organizations EPA can work with to address issues related to public health and environmental protection.  The specific tasks would include analyzing environmental data sets, including data reported by industrial facilities to EPA about toxic chemical releases, for specific communities in combination with researching publically available health statistics to target program implementation and focus outreach efforts. The intern will also assist the Office in developing outreach materials for several key efforts aimed at preventing childhood lead poisoning and informing the public about toxic releases so they can ensure proper chemical management by industrial facilities in their communities and encourage facilities to consider alternatives to the use of toxic chemicals.
