Sarah Davidson commented that we needed to look at Strategic Planning

today.

Regional reports were moved under New Business.  [Handouts]

It was moved (L. Dunlap) and seconded (M. Moore) to accept the Agenda

with noted changes.

MINUTES from the March 5, 2005 Executive Committee meeting were

reviewed, corrected, and accepted.

**FINANCE/FUNDRAISING COMMITTEE REPORT [Larry Dunlap]

    I.  L. Dunlap reviewed his distributed committee report, applauding

        the contributions of his committee members. {Sept. mtg.}

        The topics for discussion included:  the Brick project and its

        collected funds to be used for Howard Hall; 2005 fiscal year

         income/expenses; the 2006 fiscal year budget; financial assistance

        for Hurricane Katrina transfer [in] students; the HUAA Summit; and

        recommendations to the HUAA Travel Policy.

  II.  The Budget was reviewed and it was noted that the Holiday cards

        accrued an overage for their postage.  A question was raised about

        the donation from EXXON.  It had not been received to date.

 III.  A lengthy discussion ensued about the Travel Policy.

       The key topic was reimbursement for exec. committee members

       to/from meetings, considering the increase in hotel expenses and

       travel, plus gas/oil.  Committee members fall under the University's

       general guidelines.  It was suggested that the finance committee

       review the policy and suggest changes based on the concerns of our

       members.  L. Dunlap moved [seconded by S. Davidson] to add $ 200.00

       as of today, to travel expenses. {12 voted for; 0 opposed}  R. Archer

       suggested that the policy re/ food and lodging remain the same.

 IV.  With reference to the students affected by the Gulf hurricanes,

       from MS, LA, AL, TX, it was recommended that they receive special

       scholarships at the October [Homecoming] awards night, in the sum

       of $ 20,000.  A discussion followed re/ setting guidelines with the

       Financial Aid office and deciding which students would receive these

       awards.  L. Dunlap moved [seconded by J. Humphrey} to allott

       $ 10,000 for enrolled transfer students from LA, MS, and AL from the

       scholarship fund, to be administered by the Financial Aid office.

     Mr. Solomon Isaaac and Ms. Deidre A. Saunders made a partnership

request re/their homecoming activity.  If we worked with them via

advertising and promotion, they offered to give HUAA one fourth of their

activity's profit.

***MEMBERSHIP REPORT  [Jean W. Humphrey and Sarah Davidson]

     The presenters {for Father Darryl James} shared the goals for the com-

mittee with respect to incentives [lapel pins], an informational brochure,

the development of a strategic plan, and the membership drive thrust for

homecoming '05.  Regional chairs are asked to identify three persons from

their region who would assist during homecoming.  The goal is to register

one hundred new financial members for HUAA during the day.  Tables would

be set up in two main locations:  at Blackburn Center and under the HUAA tent.

Flier/cards would be distributed at the game.  Water bottles would also be used

as give aways for newly paid members.  [R. Archer shared that he met with the

Vice Provost and that another incentive for membership will be a reduction of

$ 2.00 off of tickets {HU events} with an HUAA membership card.]

L. Dunlap moved to accept [E.Jones seconded] the committee's report.

***ADMINISTRATION'S REPORT [Kimberly Singleton]:  Recommendations

   I.  There was an update of the HUAA Club/Association Handbook.

      {Angela London was thanked for her assistance with the 'laborious

        task'.}  New information was highlighted.  Special focus was given to

        the reestablishment of an unbrella structure for ad hoc committees;

        and  saving/copying all items sent to DAR.

  II.  It is suggested that a corporate sponsorship committee be established,

       which would report to the Vice President for Finance.  This was made

        into a motion by S. Davidson  [seconded by J. Humphrey].

 III.  It is also suggested that all minutes [between major meetings] be posted

       on line, so that all com. members know what is happening.

  L. Dunlap moved to accept the recommendations [J. Humphrey seconded].

***DEPARTMENT OF ALUMNI RELATIONS REPORT  [Raymond Archer]

     In his written report, R. Archer highlighted:  the upcoming major 

University events; the calendars and specifics for HUAA alumni trustee

nominations and HUAA elections; the mailing of renewal notices to

alumni {exhorbitant cost of $ 1,023 in postage}; orientation for new

HUAA constituent units; HUAA scholarsips for Fall 2005; the suggestion

to cancel the Bermuda Summit, using the allocated funds to assist

the Howard students who reside in the hurricane

 areas; and a summary of the university wide Campaign for Howard.

   A statement was also read, sent by Father D. James, agreeing with the

cancellation of the summit.

   A motion was made by S. Davidson [seconded by J. Humphrey] that

HUAA dues must be paid by January 31st in order to vote in the 2006

election.  Vote:  12 for; 0 opposed

    S. Mayo questioned the status of the search for a director of DAR.  

R. Archer shared that funds have been approved, for 2006, for this

person, at the posted salary of $ 71,000.

    The Campaign for Howard has generated approximately $ 190.9 million

in support for the university, with 35% coming from alumni,12% from indi-

viduals, 12% from foundations, 37% from corporations, and 4% from or-

ganizations.  Special 2006 receptions are being planned for:  Dallas/

Ft. Worth, St. Louis, Baltimore, Boston, Houston, Indiannapolis, and Wash-

ington, DC.

Wendell Johnson moved to accept [M. Bouchet seconded] the report.

***SUMMIT REPORT  [Sandra Brown]

     S. Brown reviewed the plan and its details. S. Davidson stated that

poor planning caused low support [14 registrants to date].  J. Bowleg

noted the unexpected occurrences of the hurricanes.  In view of the above,

Larry Dunlap moved [J. Humphrey seconded] to cancel the summit.

C. Graham stated that those who have paid should be reimbursed.  J. Humphrey

moved [L. Dunlap seconded]  that HUAA supplement the reimbursements

not covered by Jazzfest Travel to those who paid for the trip, if they want

refunds.  Vote:  14 for      R. Archer will notify those who paid to contact Jazzfest

Travel as soon as possible for a refund.
