GENERAL AWARD AND APPLICATION INFORMATION 

Most students in the School of Education receive some form of financial aid, either through the School of Education or 

through the Financial Aid Office.  The School of Education provides need and merit based scholarships and assistantships 

to qualified students. 

 

SCHOLARSHIPS* 

Scholarships are awards based on academic merit and financial need.  Graduate students must have been enrolled at 

Howard for at least TWO semesters prior to the award.  Undergraduate students must have been enrolled at least TWO 

semesters prior to the award.  Applicants must be in a School of Education program and enrolled in a minimum of 12 

undergraduate hours or 9 graduate hours.  In some instances, entering students may qualify for scholarships.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 

� A completed application, all information must be current, accurate, complete, and legible 

� A current résumé 

� A personal statement which must include: 

o A description of your academic and career aspirations 

o Why you should receive need-based and/or merit-based financial support from the School of Education 

� Two recent letters of recommendation, which must: 

o Be submitted in sealed envelopes with your application 

o Be addressed to the Associate Dean, School of Education 

� A copy of your transcript 

� Please include additional information as required for the specific scholarship 

 

Please note that applicants may be interviewed by the Faculty Committee, SOE Department Chairs & Faculty, and/or a 

representative from the Office of the Dean.
